Marriage Supper of The Lamb
Week of October 27, 2024

Intentional Friend: How does your relationship with Jesus impact your
relationships with others?

Text
Have someone read aloud Revelation 19:1-10.

How often do you think of your relationship with Jesus through the lens of a
marriage? Marriage is a beautiful celebratory image of Jesus' love for us and
what he did for us. As we look at the anticipation of the marriage supper, we see
that it shapes our worship, deepens our faith, and calls us to live as prepared
brides for Christ.

Discussion Questions

1. How does understanding the meaning of the word “hallelujah” impact your
view of worship, and how does this passage shape your view of biblical
worship?

2. How does the Bible utilize marriage imagery to describe our relationship
with Jesus? Pick one example from Scripture and discuss what that
example teaches us about the relationship between Christ and His church.
(Example: Ephesians 5:23-25, )

Have someone read aloud John 14:1-3.

3. How does this passage and understanding of Hebrew marriage practices
impact your understanding of the Last Supper?

4. How do these passages and the promises of God encourage believers to
persevere through difficult times? How do they encourage you?

Application

1. How does the way we praise God impact the rest of our lives?

2. How can your relationships, especially your marriage, display the Gospel
to others? What message do you think your marriage or other relationships
are currently preaching to others?

3. When have you experienced joy in worship despite difficult circumstances,
and how can you praise the Lord in your current circumstances this week?

Prayer
At the end of your conversation, spend some time praying as a group. Here are
some prompts:

1. What do you want to praise God for right now? Spend time in prayer as a
group, thanking God for those things.

2. End your time of prayer with the words of Psalm 150, giving praise to God.
